INVITATION TO BIDDERS

Sealed Bids, addressed to West Harris County Regional Water Authority, will only be received  electronically using the “E‑Bidding” function on the CivcastUSA website (www.CivcastUSA.com) until 2:00 PM, Local Time, July 23, 2020 for “Construction of Contract Segment C for the West Harris County Regional Water Authority (WHCRWA), Harris County, Texas.”
Bidders must register on the CivcastUSA website in order to submit bids.  No physical hardcopy Bids will be received at Dannenbaum Engineering offices.  In addition, electronic signatures on bid documents are acceptable in lieu of original signatures. This alternative process has been implemented to protect the health and safety of those involved and to follow the Harris County Stay-at-Home order and CDC guidelines limiting gatherings of people.  
A preliminary list of the bid submittals received will be posted on CivcastUSA promptly after the bid opening.  A full bid tabulation will be posted after bids are reviewed and confirmed by the Owner. The contract is divided into two distinct parts, C1 and C2. The Owner reserves the right to award two separate projects to different firms or one Bidder may be awarded both sections as a single project. The Bidder may elect to provide a discount if the Owner chooses to award both sections to that Bidder. 
Scope of Contract is for construction of approximately 52,000 linear feet of 84-inch, 6,400 linear feet of 66-inch, and 2,800 linear feet of 36-inch diameter water lines with all necessary valves and appurtenances, from east of Westfield Village Drive to east side of Skyview Drive. The proposed water line installation will consist of primarily open cut construction; however, tunnels are required at some crossings of Harris County roads, TxDOT roads, Harris County Flood Control District (HCFCD) drainage systems, and private pipelines. Details of this work are provided in the Construction Drawings and Project Manual.  This project is a part of the overall Surface Water Supply Project.

Contractors have been pre-qualified to bid on this project. Only those Prequalified Prime firms listed below are eligible to submit a bid for the contract.  All other bids will be disregarded.

There will not be an in-person meeting held at Dannenbaum Engineering.  Attendance by each prospective bidder or its representative at the pre-bid conference is MANDATORY.

Each Bid must be accompanied by a bid bond or a certified or cashier’s check, acceptable to the Owner, in an amount not less than 5 percent of the total amount bid, as a guarantee that the successful bidder will enter into the Contract and execute the Bonds on the forms provided and provide the required insurance certificates within 10 days after the date Contract Documents are received by the Contractor. If a certified or cashier’s check is provided, the three lowest bidders shall deliver, at the office of Dannenbaum Engineering Corporation, 3100 West Alabama, Houston, Texas, the original certified or cashier’s check within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt of the bid opening. 
Copies of the bidding documents may be reviewed and obtained from www.CivcastUSA.com: search WHCRWA Segment C.  There will be two sets of plans posted.  One set that will be considered the “Permitted Set’’ that will include all the agency signatures and a second set that will be the “Bid Set” of drawings.  The Bid Set is generated directly from cad to address the lost clarity and color from scanning the Permitted Set.  Contractors should utilize the “Bid Set” when generating their bid.  The Permitted Set is provided to show the approvals were obtained.  Bidders must register on this website in order to view and/or download specifications, plans, soils report and environmental reports for this project.  There is NO charge to view or download documents.
The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all Bids and to waive all defects and irregularities in bidding or bidding process except time of submitting a Bid.  The Successful Bidder, if any, will be the responsible Bidder which in the Board’s judgment will be most advantageous to the West Harris County Regional Water Authority (the Authority) and result in the best and most economical completion of the Project.
